Expectations

Safety: The science department emphasizes safety and all students will be given safety instruction throughout each course.  This will include guidelines to ensure a safe working environment for the school.   Each student will be required to demonstrate safe lab practice prior to beginning any lab or activity. If you miss a lab, I will give you a set of lab results and you will be asked to complete the lab using the provided information. Tests/Exams:  Students will always be given ample notice of up-coming exams.  It is your responsibility to be there during regular exam times. If you miss a test it is your responsibility to email me to make alternative arrangements. In the event of an unexcused absence you may receive zero for that exam. I do not offer make up tests, please be sure to review and ask questions leading up to quizzes so you can be successful. 
Homework:  I do not ‘check’ homework. If an assignment or homework is given during class, it then becomes assumed knowledge and is fair game for a quiz or exam. Regular review and/or reading will increase your success in this course.   

Late Assignments: Assignments will be accepted until I have marked and returned those that were submitted on time. This is usually a week or so. Once I have returned marked assignments, outstanding assignments will not be accepted.
